一、短文寫作【30分】 

在焦桐一篇名為〈茶葉蛋〉的文章中，有段這樣的文字： 

有時旅行異域，在酒店內早餐吃水煮蛋，原味，撒一點鹽就很美。茶葉蛋則必須入味，類似滷蛋的美學原理，令

茶湯滷汁有效滲入蛋白及蛋黃，干涉其味道；異於滷蛋的是帶殼製作，滲透之道乃依賴蛋殼裂縫。那裂縫乍看似壞，

似傷痕，其實是茶葉蛋之宿命。人生本來就不缺乏損傷與苦澀。既選擇入味，就注定回不去水煮蛋的時光，回不去年

輕時光；那些裂痕，那深褐紋路的表皮像歲月的皺紋，像生活的歷程，深刻，實在，飽滿著記憶之味。既選擇茶葉蛋，

就必須割捨滷蛋的可能；既然從事文學工作，不免就喪失了當科學家的抱負。 

這篇文章頗有寓意，看似談茶葉蛋的宿命，其實映照於人生，談的就是抉擇，正如作者所說「既然從事文學工作，

不免就喪失了當科學家的抱負」，魚與熊掌不可兼得，抉擇後有損傷、苦澀，但不可否認的，人生卻也因此入味不少。

易邪？何乃殘身苦形，欲以求報襄子，不亦難乎！」豫讓曰：「既已委質臣事人，而求殺之，是懷二心以事其君也。

且吾所為者極難耳！然所以為此者，將以愧天下後世之為人臣懷二心以事其君者也。」 

既去，頃之，襄子當出，豫讓伏於所當過之橋下。襄子至橋，馬驚，襄子曰：「此必是豫讓也。」使人問之，果

在城市旅行，看見的是人。在鄉間旅行，看見的是自己。 

常常和朋友爭論。有人堅持城市的旅行不算真正的旅行。你終究只是在人造環境裡活動，從紐約的咖啡廳換到了
土耳其的咖啡廳，自米蘭的時裝店移進了香港的購物中心，由東京的書店竄入了紐約的書店。建築物風格也許多變，
裝潢或許出奇推新，文化內涵可能改頭換面，旅人卻沒有真正脫離自己熟悉的境地。一個老在臺北街頭逛五金雜貨行
的人，依舊在倫敦街頭諄諄追尋相同的樂趣。「一日為賊，終生脫不了這個勾當。」

Ever since the age of nine, Richard had been a cowherd, guarding the cattle on his father’s farm. Living on the edge 

of a national park in rural Kenya as they did, however, made this a difficult and dangerous task. The park wasn’t 

completely fenced in and animals like zebras would sometimes wander out into nearby farmlands to graze. Unfortunately, 

hungry lions would often follow. 

Waking up one morning to find that a lion had killed his father’s only bull, Richard became determined to find a 

solution. He experimented with fire and scarecrows during his nightly watches, but neither proved successful. Then, one 

night, he discovered that walking around with a flashlight did keep the frightening beast away. He thus realized that what 

he really needed was lights that could keep flashing on and off. 

Luckily, little Richard was no stranger to technology; he had often been scolded for taking his mother’s radio apart. 

By connecting LED bulbs, a box with ordinary light switches, and an old car battery powered by a solar panel, he invented 

what would later become known as “Lion Lights.” Soon, this simple but highly effective tool is used all over Kenya to 

safely and peacefully drive off not just lions, but also leopards and other beasts.
